REPENTANCE - CONFESSION

AND ATTENDING CHURCH SERVICES
By Fr. Michael Visvinis

The priest carries the apostolic succession, the priesthood. He performs all the Sacraments as a minister
of God. We often hear Christians saying why should we confess to the priests while God knows our sins? Or
why should not | confess privately during my prayers?

Here we should answer in this way. As we mentioned above, the holy Confession is one of the seven holy
Sacraments of our holy Orthodox Church. Whatever happens in the other Sacraments, happens therefore in
Confession.

For example, nobody gets baptized by himself during his private prayer, or because God knows his good
desire to become a Christian. The priestis the one who performs the Sacrament of Baptism according to the rules
of the Orthodox Church. The priest does not say: | baptize you; instead he says in the third person  "The servant of
God... is baptized in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit... amen # During marriage the
priest says: The servant of God... is crowned to the servant of God... in the name of the Father and of the Son and of
the Holy Spirit... amen.

Father Epiphanios Theodoropoulos whenever this question was posed to him, would respond, "using the same
logic you should commune from anicon or be baptized the way you confess #

We should understand that ultimately God is the One Who blesses in each Sacrament. The priest who also has the
Grace of God through this priesthood is essentially the agent through whom the Grace of God is given to the
faithful. Exactly the same happens during Confession. The priest listens to our confession but the One Who forgives
is God Himself.

The priest recognizes his own sinfulness and weakness in forgiving sins on earth and he calls upon God for
forgiveness "May God forgive you through me his unworthy servant  # Since the time of the Old Testament, priests
have had the authority to forgive sins. In Leviticuswe read, "and the priestwill sacrifice for them and their sin will
be forgiven # (Lev.4:20). The same pertains to the role of the priest in the preparation of the sacrificial scape-goat.
(Lev.16:21-23).

The priest sees and feels himselfto be a servant of God. A good example which our Lord has mentioned in His
parablesisthat of the prodigal son.

Healsosaid: ! Acertain man had two sons: And the younger of them said to his father, Father, give
me the portion of goods that fallen to me. And he divided unto them his living. And not many days
after the younger son gathered all together, and took his journey into a far country, and there
wasted his substance with riotous living. And when he had spent all, there arose a mighty famine

in that land; and he began to be in want. And he went and joined himself to a citizen of that
country; and he sent him into his fields to feed swine. And he would fain have filled his belly with
the husks that the swine did eat: and no man gave unto him. And when he came to himself, he said,
How many hired servants of my father "s have bread enough and to spare, and | perish with
hunger! I will arise and go to my father, and will say unto him, father, | have sinned against
heaven, and before thee, And am no more worthy to be called thy son: make me as one of thy hired
servants. And he arose, and came to his father. But when he was yet a great way off, his father saw
him, and had compassion, and ran, and fell on his neck, and kissed him. And the son said unto him,
Father, | have sinned against heaven, and in thy sight, and am no more worthy to be called thy
son. But the father said to his servants, Bring forth the best robe, and putit on him; and putaring

on his hand, and shoes on his feet: And bring hither the fatted calf, and kill it; and let us eat, and be
merry: For this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is found. And they began to
me merry. Now his elder son was in the field:

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and as he came and drew nigh to the house, he heard music and dancing. And he called one of the
servants, and asked what these things meant. And he said unto him, Thy brother is come; and thy
father hath killed the fatted calf, because he hath received him safe and sound. And he was angry,
and would not go in: therefore came his father out, and entreated him. And he answering said to
his father, Lo, these many years do | serve thee, neither transgressed | at any time the
commandment: and yet thou never gavest me a kid, that | might make merry with my friends: But

as soon as this thy son was come, which hath devoured thy living with harlots, thou hast killed for
him the fatted calf. And he said into him, Son, thou art ever with me, and all that | have is thine. It
was meet that we should make merry, an be glad: for this thy brother was dead, and is alive again;
andwas lost, and is found K(Luke 15:11032).

The second son feel he is sufficiently grown-up ad wants to distance himself from the fatherly protection. He
wants to enjoy his freedom and he demands as a right and in the name of this freedom, the share of the paternal
properties from his father. He is young, cheerful and happy with all the blessings of the paternal home. He has
everything. Everything in abundance, wealth and above all, the loving heart of the father and his endless goodness
givesreal happinesstothe son.

The young son considers obedience to the will of the father to be submission and ayoke.

Nothing could change his decision and the unfortunate young man could only see his freedom before him. He
wanted to live free and far from his house, far from the love of his father. He received what he was due from his
father and happily he left the paternal love and he followed his way which led him to freedom. He found a place far
away tolive, where the paternal love could not reach him.

He was free at last to lead the life he wanted. And he started to Mive Whe was young and his life was before
him, in his hands. His father was not there anymore t care for him, and he was free to do whatever he pleased. The
foolish young man would soon realize the results of his licentious behavior. In his absolute freedom, he wasted all
his fortune in revelries and promiscuity. At some stage the fortune was all spent and he then realized, that what he
thought was freedom, had also ended. There was famine in the land of his MreedomWHe came to realize that he
was alone, without friends. Allthese people who were partying with him had now disappeared.

He cametorealize thatafree personis notthe one who does whatever hi pleases. A free personis the one who
stays in the love of the father. He wasted the fortune that his father had given him. He lost his friends and this was
only the beginning. As famine fell upon the land he himself could not find food, not in order to party, butenough to
satisfy his hunger. He was in danger of dying from hunger. He tried desperately to find a job. He wandered in the
streets with his head held low. He felt ashamed in his unhappiness. He found a job that did not even provide the
necessary food. He herded pigs and supplemented his daily food with carobs. He shared his food with the pigs and
he sleptinapig % stable.

He realized that his choice of \freedomWvas wrong. it took him away from his house. it distanced him from
the love of his father. He lost his fortune. He lost everything and now was a slave herding pigs. He ate and slept
with the pigs. Atthe end he gained nothing and he evenlost his MfreedomWHe thought that the servants of his father
live better than he.

He then took the big decision to change his life. He realized his enormous mistake and with deep humility he
decided to return to his father and he took the road back home. Itis difficult to know how many tears of repentance
he shed and how many days and nights he walked to reach his father Xembrace.

In his sadness for his sonX abandonment, the father would daily, and with love and eyes full of tears, look to
the horizon in the hope of seeing him return. And the blessed moment arrived. The son returned exhausted. He may
even have thought that his legs would not carry him back to the father X embrace. The father, full of love ran to
welcome him, to embrace his son who was returning from the land of sin. The prodigal son had at last realized his
mistake. He understood that away from his father, the land in which he wanted to live, was not the land of freedom
but the land of slavery and sin. He knelt in front of his father and with contrite heart and eyes full of tears he asked
for forgiveness. He knew that he had wasted his freedom. He wasn Xhis son anymore. He had disobeyed his
commandments. With deep humility he asked for forgiveness from his father. He asked to be received not as a son
but as a servant. But why a servant? Because sin had made him a slave of his passions. The words o f the prodigal
son are moving. He feels his sinfulness. He feels sin itself-his soul immersed in sin, his body, his clothes in the field,
inthe mud of the pigs and himself kneeling, asking his father saying: M am notworthy to be called your son; accept
me as one of your servants W

And the father, full of love and happiness because his son returned, accepted him, not as a slave, and he
embraced him even though he was dirty. Reconciliation - the man of sin and the God of forgiveness, the disaster
of apostasy and the power of repentance. He gave instructions to his servants to prepare the bath, to prepare to
dress him with expensive and clean clothes, to put on his hand a ring and to prepare for a party and a feast
because his son had returned. He sent a message to his other son who was in the fields, so he could rejoice also
forthereturn of his brother.

The parable is well known and we are not going to comment on the brother s reaction, but we are going
to concentrate our thoughts on something else. We lll concentrate on the love of the father and on the servants.

God the Father, the father of the parable, gave man the freedom to be able to take responsibility for his
life. Man received this freedom as an inheritance and left for a far away land. He left from the land of the love of
God and wentto live to the land of sin. He was led to this land o f sin by the wrong view of freedom. Free, really
free, is the person who with deep humility says: "Here is the servant of God, let God !s will be done on earth and
in haven# Freeis the person who succeeds in overcoming his "ego# in making his life Christ !s. Let us recall the
words of the Great Apostle of the nations, Paul: "My life is Christ and to die is gain #(Phil. 1:21). Our Lord, with
the parable of the prodigal son, showed us the joy of the God the Father, His joy every time man (prodigal son)
returns with repentance fromthe distantland of sin to the land of freedom which is only the love of God.

Itis with this love, expressed in agony, that God our Father waits for us to return to His embrace. In the
parable we see the servants playing an important role in their obedience and receiving orders and preparing
for everything. The servants run to serve the prince who like an unfortunate beggar has returned to the palace
of hisfather. He is unworthy of this honor. But the father orders them to prepare everything.

The first order is to prepare the bath for the prodigal son to wash himself, the bath of regeneration. This
is the holy Sacrament of Confession. He will emerge again clean, ready to wear again the clean white clothes,
the clothes we wear after the Holy Sacrament of Baptism, after we have emerged from the font. Anyone who is
baptizedin Christis clothed with Christ. These are the clean clothes that the servants have prepared.

The Father gave the order to put on his hand a ring which symbolizes his freedom, and to killthe  “fatted
calf# This calf is He Who sacrificed Himself for the salvation of man. He is our Lord Who shed his All-Holly
blood onth Crossto save man from sin and death.

Finally, the Father gave them the order to prepare supper for everyone to enjoy because his prodigal son
returned inrepentance fromsin.

Saint John Chrysostom in his wonderful Catechism on Holy Pascha, read at the end of the Holy Liturgy
of Resurrection says: "...The table is full, the meat from the calf plentiful, nobody will leave hungry. Everybody
should enjoy this feast o f faith. Everybody should enjoy the richness of love # Thetable isthe Holy Altar, where
the Holy Cup is waiting for us to receive the All-Holy Body and Blood of our Lord, for us to commune, to be
united again with God #

We see God the Father having such joy and showing an inability to control Himself. He gives everything,
He preparesfor afeastand a party. Greatjoy happensin Heaven every time a sinnerreturns.

The Servants who work quietly are the priests. They are the ones who discreetly experience the miracle of
the return of asinner. Thisis the role of the spiritual father in confession. Repentance is personal happiness and
social generosity. Those who repent are those who are going to resurrect. Repentance creates a hew word,
transforms the soul. Life finds a new meaning.

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The first evidence of human life in Greece, dates back to the Palaeolithic period between 120,000-10000
B.C. However, it was not until the Neolithic period dated approximately 7,000-3,000 B.C. that civilisation
grew and flourished. Many remains of settlements and burial chambers of this period have been discovered in
Thessaly, Macedonia and the Peloponnese. The first urban centres appeared during the Bronze Age (3,000-
1100B.C). Evidence of these have been found all over modern day Greece, for example, in some North Eastern
Aegean Islands, the Cycladesislands, Crete and the Greek mainland.

During the Minoan period in Crete (approximately, 2nd millennium B.C) a more sophisticated,
organised society developed with a culture specific to that region. The first scripts were invented and
communication opened up between the Minoans and people from the East Mediterranean countries. This led
to an exchange o f culture and ideas which became not only established as part of Minoan culture but spread to
influence cultures, religion and government all over the Aegean islands and mainland Greece. During this
time Crete became the main exporter of jewellery, skilled craft works, oil and wine as well as importers of food
and raw materials. It was during thistime in Crete that the first major mercantile navy was developed.

This state of affairs continued until around 1500 B.C. when the tragic destruction of Crete occurred due
to the eruption of the volcano of Santorini. The Mycenaeans, based on the Greek mainland were able to take
advantage of this collapse of Cretan culture and established themselves as the leading force throughout the
Aegeaninthe last centuries of the 2nd millennium B.C. This period of Mycenaean civilisation saw the conquest
and settlement by Greeks. Their society was based essentially upon warfare and its elite class were war-chiefs.
Their culture thrived for around four hundred years. The cities of the warlords were large and powerful, art
and agriculture flourished and there was great prosperity. However, unlike the earlier Minoan societies, the
wealth was not distributed amongst the population. As a monarchical society, it was the warring kings who
accumulated theriches of the society and spent vastamounts of it upon battles and invasions.

This continued until around 1200 B.C. by which time the power of the Mycenae kings was declining and
by the 12th century BC their dominance had collapsed - considered by some to be due to the invasion of the
Dorian tribes from the north of Greece. Alternatively, it is postulated that as the Mycenaean superstructure
weakened, it was overthrown by other groups of the Mycenaean population who then settled in many of the
areas formerly controlled by them.

Following the Mycenaeans, there was a long period of cultural and economic stagnation which lasted
around 1150-900 BC. This Dark Age however ended with the emergence of the beginning of the Greek
renaissance, known as the Geometric period (9th-8th century BC). The Greek city-states were formed and, as
in all subsequentrenaissance times, the Geometric period saw the development of literature and arts. Homeric
epics and the Greek alphabet were both created during this time of enlightenment. The Archaic Period which
followed during the 7th-6th centuries BC saw fundamental political and social changes. The Greek city states
began to colonise and open up their dominance, establishing colonies at all points o the compass, North Africa
to the south, the Black Seato the north and Spain to the west.

This was the start of what has come to be known as the Classical period. By the 5th-4th centuries BC,
Athens dominated both politically and culturally in whatis calledthe ~ "Golden Age of Pericles# only to lose this
dominance at the end of the Peloponnesian War in 404 BC. The 4th century BC saw the development of
Macedonians as a new force in the Greek world. Phillip Il, king of Macedonia and his son of Alexander, played
aleadingrole. In 388 BC the eighteen year old Alexander led the Macedonian cavalry to victory at the Battle of
Chaeronea. After the assassination of his father Phillip in 336 BC during an expedition to free the Greek states
of Asia Minor from the Persians, there was unrestbetween Greeks and Macedoniansin Thebes.

Alexander conquered Thebes and as a warning to other Greeks, destroyed the city, leaving only their
temple standing. Greeks and Macedonians again joined forces under Alexander and went on to conquer
Persia, Egypt and regions as far as the Indus River. His tremendous empire radically changed the political
and cultural situation in the then-known world.

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The New Acropolis Museum, was officially inaugurated &aturday 20 June 2009 at8 p.m.,
during a nationally televised and web-broadcast ceremony that brought together Greece s political leadership
and scores of international dignitaries, to enjoy exceptional tressures of the Ancient Greek Civilization which
they constitute world heritage.
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After his early death at the age of thirty three, his vast empire was divided amongst his generals and
although the political entity that he created did not continue, his legacy was a uniform economic and cultural
world that stretched from the Straits of Gibraltar to the Indus River. In the succeeding Hellenistic Age (3rd to 1st
centuries BC) the Greek city - states had lost their position of power and prestige although they did remain self-
governing and independent of each other.

This however, was soon to change for, in 146 BC, Greece was conquered by the Romans and the country
absorbed into their expanding empire. This occupation though was not wholly negative as Greek culture was
greatly admired by the Roman emperors and there was respect and admiration for the Greek cities, especially
Athens. Apostle Paul in the first century BC was instrumental in spreading Christianity throughout Greece. In the
4th century AD, the Emperor Constantine the Great, decided to move the empire s capital away from Rome to
Constantinople. This shift of focus to the east of the Empire heralded the beginning of the Byzantine period in
Greece.

For one thousand years, the Byzantine Empire was one of the most powerful military, economic and
cultural forces throughout Europe meeting its downfall in 1204 when Constantinople was seized by the Crusaders
from the west and the spoils divided up amongst the victors. Parts of Greece were given away to western leaders
whilst strategic coastal areas were taken over by the trading Venetians. The restoration of the Byzantine Empire
was attempted in 1262 only to be dismantled again by the Turks culminating in its complete destruction in 1453.
This period in Greek history saw its adsorption into the Ottoman Empire, beginning with the capture of
Constantinople in 1453, followed by the capture of Athens in 1456 and, in the decade 1460-1470, adding Achaia,
Morea, Euboea and Mistra to its expanding territories. Crete was the last area of Greece to fall under the Ottoman
rulein 1669.

The Ottoman empire went on to flourish in Greece for four hundred years and it was not until the Greek War
of Independence (1821-1829) that it was finally ousted. Greece was the first country to secure its independence
fromthe Turkish occupation. After along and bloody conflictin 1830, an independent Greek kingdom was formed,
which was finally ratified by the Treaty of Constantinople in July 1832. The kingdom however, did not cover all of
modern day Greece. The struggle for liberation of all the regions of Greek speaking people continue d right up to
the end of the Second World War. The lonian islands were incorporated in 1864, followed by parts of Epirus and
Thessalyin 1881.

In 1913 during the Balcan wars and under the leadership of the great Greek politician Eleftherios Venizelos,
Macedonia, Epirus and the Eastern Aegean, were included, followed in 1919 by Western Thrace. It was a more
drawn-out process for the island of Crete. Its final steps for independence began in 1898 and continued until 1913,
when Crete unified with Greece atlast. The Dodecanese were the last group of islands to join Greece in 1948.

Due to its strategic position, straddling east and west, Greece was considered a vital link. In 1952, Greece
became a member o fNATO. On 21st April 1967, there was a coup dletat led by colonels of the Greek military and
this state of affairs continued until July 1974, when a referendum led to the rejection of constitutional monarchy,
establishinginits place the current Presidential Parliamentary Democracy. Since 1981, Greece has beena member
ofthe European Union. Evidence of modern day Greece !s long and turbulent history, can be seen all over the Greek
mainland and its islands. Countless archeological sites, museums and collections of artefacts, from the
Palaeolithic period to the Roman era, exist for visitors to wonder at. The period of the Byzantine and Ottoman
Empires, can also be seen with the many churches, monasteries, castles and other buildings and monuments in
every area of Greece that the visitor will encounter.

The Greek past, is truly remarkable. It has influenced and taught the modern world much of what itis today,
andits ancientlanguage still lives onin the sciences (pi, omega, sigma).

Then, of course, we have the cultural heritage of art, architecture, politics, ideas and ideals. We owe a lot to
the ancient Greeks, and a good way to honour them, is to remember them.

Ingredients  (for 4-8 persons)
400 gr. unsalted milk butter
200 gr. sugar

125 gr. cocoa powder

125 gr flour

4 eggs

2 tsps baking powder

100 gr. almonds

100 gr. walnuts

2 pieces of couverture chocolate
1 vanilla

some brandy

some icing sugar (optional)

Procedure

Beat the almonds and walnuts in a blender, in a
large bowl, beat the butter and the sugar using a
hand mixer, until the mixture becomes white.

Add the eggs, then the flour, the cocoa (dont stop
beating), vanilla, baking powder, almond and
walnuts.

When the ingredients turn into a smooth mixture,
empty in an oiled baking tray which is first covered
with a thin layer of flour.

Bake for 40 minutes at 180 C.

Melt the chocolate in a ben mari, cutting the
coverture in pieces inside a bowl which is placed
inside a frying pan with boiling water.

Stir until the chocolate has melted.

Remove from the heat.

Prepare a chocolate sauce: Mix the fresh cream
and brandy with the melted chocolate.

When the dessert is out of the oven and has cooled
down, top it with the sauce. As it reaches room
temperature, sprinkle some icing sugar and serve!
