The Greek Language has been listed in the South -African National Curriculum
statement as second additional language in Matric exams. The first exams will take place in
November 2009.

| would like to point out the advantages that pupils will have when they select Greek as
second additional language for theiradmissionto South-African Tertiary Education.

- Pupils of 12th Grade should take exams in four compulsory subjects and from the
optional subjects they can selectthe Greek Language, either as seventh or eighth subject.
Ifa pupil doesn \tdo wellin any of the optional subjects and gets alow mark, he can
substitute his low mark with the Greek Language \s markifitis higher, so he securesa
better average mark.

-Since foreign languages are promoted by the South-African Ministry of Education, itis

considered an advantage for a pupil to select a foreign language (Greek-Language).

Ifa pupil obtains the same mark as another pupil that selected another subject - nota

foreignlanguage - the former takes precedence over the latter for the admission to
Tertiary Education.

I would be grateful if these advantages could be spread to as many people as

possible and especially to students, parents and Communities.

REPENTANCE - CONFESSION

AND ATTENDING CHURCH SERVICES
By Fr. Michael Visvinis

Repentance - Change and entry into the Kingdom of God.

The last of the Prophets, John the Baptist, precisely at the beginning of the New Testament,
starts his preaching with a strong statement, which summarizes the message of the Old and the New
Testaments: "Repent, the Kingdom of Heaven is at hand# (Math. 3:2). The Evangelist Luke writes for
the Prophet and John the Baptist that "many of the sons of Israel will return to the Lord their God#
(Luke 1:16 see also Mal. 2:6 and 3:24). Many Israelites repented and returned to the Lord their God.

The arrival of the Kingdom of God opens a new prospect of hope. John stresses the judgment
that will precede. No one will avoid the wrath of the day of the Lord, that is the Day of Judgment. All
people should admit that they are sinners and they should enjoy the fruit of repentance (Matt: 3:8).
They should adopt a new behaviour which is in accordance with their spiritual situation (Luke 3:10-
14).

Our Lord does not only announce the Kingdom of God, but He repeats John!s message, word for
word, in the beginning of His ministry. He says therefore that He came in order to call "sinners to
repentance# (Luke 5:32). This means that the person who realizes his sinful condition can turn to the
Lord with confidence because "the Son of man has power to forgive sins# (Matt. 9,6).

The Lord wants the change in our hearts. He knows very well the human tendency for "self -
sufficiency#in all its forms such as the adherence to wealth, and the arrogant, hypocritical certainty in
all things. With the change in our hearts, according to the Evangelist Matthew, we will be able to
become like the small children (Matt. 18:3).

After we realize our faults and we take the big decision to repent, we change our way o f life and we
begin to live a new life, to see the Kingdom of God and His righteousness. (Matt. 6:33). The parable of
the Pharisee and the Publican shows us very clearly how God asks for our repentance. God dislikes the
arrogant attitude of the Pharisee. He asks us for deep humility - "Lord, have mercy on me a sinner#
(Luke 18:13).

Anyone who attends to his soul and humbles himself by humbling his ego, receives gifts from
God, he receives the gifts of the Holy Spirit. He is blessed in his life and, according to the psalmist, "he
receives blessed assistance in hislife# (Psalm 1:3).

The soul is the director of the body. It guides our instincts. It rings alarms o f danger when we sin. It
brings and maintains the desire of our salvation. It shows us how to love. The soul reveals our final
destination which is the Kingdom of God. Our soul lifts us to God, it distinguishes us from other
creatures and animals. Our Holy God has given us two medications for salvation and mental
preparation a) repentance - confession, or second baptism, as it is called because it is a bath of
regeneration with which the soul is cleansed and regenerated in deep and sincere confession, and b)
private prayerand regular attendance of church services.

Confession as adivinely - instituted Sacrament

We see therefore that repentance - confession is a God - established Sacrament. Christ is
invisibly present. He hears our confessions, He hears the confession of our sins, and He forgives our
mistakes.

When, with the grace of God, we decide to confess and we find ourselves, we should not be ashamed and try to
hide our sins.
Characteristically Saint Cosmas the Aitolian say s that we should be ashamed whenwe commitsin  and not
whenwe go to confess it under the "petrahili# or priestly stole of our spiritual father.
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In order to have the great blessing of forgiveness from God, we should not hide our real self but,
on the contrary, we should thank God Who gave us the power and the courage to reach this stage of
confession andto open our heart.

God knows, as the All-knowing, the depths of our heart. He knows everything about us. He
knows our sins, He knows our weaknesses, He understands the struggle that we have with our ego.
We should humble ourselves and admit with contrite heart, before His love and in His endless mercy,
allourerrors, our bad actions, ourimproper thoughts and our bitter words.

“Itis incredible how much God humbles Himself before us. He loves us with a tender love, not a
patronizing one, not without our consent#, writes the elder Sophronios of Essex. Christ was crucified
in order to save us from sin and death. He wants to see our humble heart as that of the Publican, and
not the arrogance and the boundless selfishness of the Pharisee. The Publican sat in a corner in the
temple and, being aware of his sinful self, he asked for endless mercy and forgiveness from God and
said: "Lord have mercy on me asinner#.

For this reason, in his deep humility, he left justified. He expressed from within his very being,
another dynamism, another potential. He emptied his ego. He took the big decision to change his life,
tochange hisentire life, notonly fortwo or three days, butfor the rest of his life.

Disobedience to the will of God turned man away from paradise. Likewise obedience to God will
restore man once again to the Kingdom of God. God asks humility from us. He asks for our confession
and our decision to change the way of our life, to make our life more Christ - centered. Of course, we
should not think that repentance by itself, without Confession, is sufficientin order to change our way
of life. Repentance is the beginning, but mercy from God is only given in the sacrament of Confession.

The personwho really repents has the following three characteristics:

a) Humility;  thatis, inhis heartthere is contrition.
b) Confession; with sincerity we admit whatever we have inthe depths of our soul.
c) Change; change of course, of lifestyle, of direction.

We confess with contrition of heart and with tears. Tears wash away our sins. The love o f God
attracts those who cry tears for repentance of their sins - "a sacrifice to God, a spirit of contrition, a
heart of contrition and humility, God will not ignore# (Psalm 50:19). A sacrifice well accepted and
pleasant to God is the soul which has contrition and sincere repentance. God will never reject a heart
filled with contritionand humility.

Tears actincomparably more on the heart. They declare self-knowledge and humility but also,
atthe sametime, prove the presence of the grace of God. Only if we humble ourselves like the Publican,
like the prodigal son, like the prostitute who shed tears upon His feet, will our confession be really
sincere, be acceptable to God.

Without humility confession is dead. Our confession should not be concerned much with stories,
problems, troubles and family affairs. Many times we get caught-up in all these and we avoid
confessing our corruptlife.

In our confession we should confess all our bad deeds with which we may have harmed others,
our offences, lies, passions.

These sins simultaneously harm us because sin distances us from God. We should also mention our
thoughts. These are thoughts which are evil, ugly, thoughts of infidelity. We should confess our words
of malice to others, or words of irony and ridicule. We should confess everything that burdens our soul
and distances us from the will of God. After a sincere confession, our conscience becomes peaceful and
greatjoy and peace reigninour soul.

A great struggle precedes our confession. Confession should be repeated regularly. Each time
we fall in sin we should rise and cleanse our soul. So it is when we trip and fall and our clothes are
soiled. We do notremaininthe mud. We wash ourselves.

The All-good God, with boundless fatherly love, always waits for us to repent in order to
forgive us every time we fall. God does not want the death of our soul but He requires, however, from
us to take part in the sacrifice of our Lord on the Cross. Of course the passions o f the soul do not leave
easily.

There is a need of continuous confession, an enormous struggle which requires a lot of
patience and goodwill on our part, near our priest, whois also our confessor.

Confession, as has been mentioned already, constitutes one of the Holy Sacraments of our
Church. Consequently it should take place in the church or in a suitably equipped place where the
atmosphere is ecclesiastical. Our confessor should be a priest of the Orthodox Church and should
have the relevant authorization from the Church to act and to receive confession. He will be our
spiritual director. We should aproach him with humility, respect and confidence, to rely on his
priesthood and to report everything that burdens our soul. We should not try to justify ourselves
because the root of evil is our selfishness. We should try to keep his spiritual instructions.

Naturally the choice of our spiritual father is ours. We should try to find a priest who has
discretion in order to entrust our salvation to him. The role of the confessor through the sacrament
of Confession is essential, equal to the presence of a priest in the sacrament of Baptism. The priest
says: "The servant of God... is Baptized# and the candidate is henceforth baptized Likewise and in
the sacrament of Confession the confessor starts with a prayer and then, after he hears everything
that the person has to confess, and after he gives the necessary advice regarding spiritual progress,
he says to the confessing person: Brother / sister, for the reason you came to God and to me, do not
be ashamed, because you do not confess to me but to God in front of Whom you stand#.

We confess everything that tires our soul. With honest desire we open out heart widely. The
surgeon holds the scalpel and with thin but courageous cuts tries to clean the abcess from the
patient.

Likewise, with courage and determination before God, we try to cleanse our soul with the ability of a
surgeon, with the prospect of our salvation.

In our confession we should not hesitate to report a sin every time, if we fall in it repeatedly,
even if we have confessed it in the past. We should ask for forgiveness from God every time it is
necessary. At the end of confession, and after the penitent kneels, the confessor-priest, puts his
priestly stole-petrahili over the head of the person and he continues again in prayer: "My spiritual
child confessing to me, I, myself, the humble and sinful person can not forgive your sins but only God
can forgive our sins#. According to the God-spoken words of our Lord Jesus Christ, Who said after
His Resurrection to His Apostles: "If you forgive the sins of people they will be forgiven, if you deny
forgiveness they will not be forgiven#. We also have confidence and say "Everything you have
confessed to me the humble and worthless one and everything you could not say, for any reason,
either because you do not know or you forgot, may God forgive in the presenttime and in the future#.

We can see that forgiveness of sins is given by God alone. He is the only one without sin.
Everybody has the need for confession. Every person who comes in to this life, clergymen and
laymen, shareinsin.

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Cyprus became an independent Republic on 16 August 1960 on the basis of the 1959 Zurich and London
Agreements negotiated by Greece, Turkey and United Kingdom.

The Greek and Turkish Cypriot communities had no substantial role in their drafting or in the drafting
of the constitution and were never given the opportunity to vote on them. In effect, both the agreements and
the constitution of the nascent republic were imposed on the people of Cyprus. The Constitution emphasised
differences between Greek and Turkish Cypriots thereby encouraging divisive rather than integrative
tendencies between the two communities.

Greek Cypriots were determined to strengthen the unity of the state but the Turkish side sought ethnic
segregation and geographic separation. There were sporadic intercommunal clashes in 1963-1967 and air
attacks and threatsto invade by Turkey; Turkish Cypriots ceased to participate in the government.

UN sponsored intercommunal talks to reach a settlement were held during 1968-1974;
intercommunal tensions subsided and violence virtually disappeared during this period. Progress was
reportedinthe talks butthe process cametoanendduetothe Turkishinvasioninthe summerof1974.

On 20 July 1974, Turkey invaded Cyprus with massive military force. The pretext was a criminal
coup againstthe President of Cyprus, on July 15, instigated by the military junta of Greece.

Turkey put into operation its plan to partition Cyprus. Despite the swift collapse of the coup and the
restoration of the legitimate government of Cyprus, Turkey undertook a second wave of invasion in August,
inviolation of UN cease fire agreements and expanded its occupation to nearly forty percent of the Republic!s
territory.

Turkey!s military aggression against Cyprus tragically continues unabated to this date. The military
occupation, forcible division, violation of human rights, massive colonisation, cultural destruction, property
usurpation and ethnic segregation imposed since Turkey!s m ilitary invasion remain the main
characteristics of the status quo on the island. Today Turkey, an aspiring member of the European Union,
still stands guilty of international aggression against a member-state of the EU and the UN. This is certainly
a totally unacceptable state of affairs, an affront to the international legal order and an ongoing threat to
regional stability that must be urgently redressed.

The dire consequences of the invasion and subsequent military action by Turkey are still felt today by
the people of this new EU member-state:

36,2% of the sovereign territory of Cyprus s stillunder illegal military occupation by Turkey.

142.000 Greek Cypriots - about 1/4 of the total population - who were forcibly expelled from the
occupied northern part of the island (where they constituted about 70% of the population) are still deprived
oftherightto returnto theirhomes and properties.

Some 1.474 persons (among them several hundred civilians) are still missing, while the Turkish side
refusesto cooperate in ascertaining their fate.

Some 518 Greek and Maronite Cypriots, out of 20.000 at the end of August 1974, remain enclaved in
their villages which are still occupied. These people are living under conditions of oppression, harassment
and deprivation. (The restwere forced to abandon theirhomes and become refugees).

Yerolakos Nicosia Famagusta
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43.000troops from Turkey, heavily armed with the latest weapons, supported by air, landand s e a
power, are illegally stationed in the occupied area, making it one of the most militarized regions in the
world.

162.000 settlers from Turkey, have been imported illegally to colonize the occupied area and alter
the demographic structure of Cyprus.

57.000 out of the 116.000 Turkish Cypriot population have emigrated from the island since Turkey!s
invasion, according to Turkish Cypriot sources, because o f the economic, social and moral deprivation
which prevails in the occupied areas. Turkish Cypriots are now outnumbered by troops and settlers from
Turkey.

lllegal construction on Greek Cypriot land and illegal sale of property owned by Greek Cypriots who
were forcibly expelled from their homes by Turkey!s invasion have intensified. This unprecedented
usurpation of property is yet another flagrant violation of human rights by the Turkish side.

The illegal Turkish Cypriot regime and Turkey continue to destroy, deliberately and methodically,
the Hellenic and Christian cultural and historical heritage in occupied Cyprus.

A series of UN General Assembly and Security Council resolutions, as well as resolutions adopted by
numerous other international organisations, reflect the universal condemnation of Turkey!s invasion and
all subsequent acts of aggression against Cyprus; demand the return of the refugees to their homes in
safety and the tracing of the missing persons; and call for respect for the human rights of all Cypriots as
well as for the independence, sovereignty and territorial integrity of Cyprus. Moreover, the European
Court of Human Rights has found the government of Turkey responsible for gross and systematic
violations of humanrightsin Cyprus.

Successive rounds of UN-sponsored talks between the Greek and Turkish Cypriot communities to
resolve the Cypriot problem have been undermined by the Turkish side which has sought a settlement that
in effect would leave Cyprus permanently divided and hostage to foreign interests. The Greek Cypriots, on
the other hand, have been insisting on the genuine reunification of the island and its people.

The latest UN effort resulted in the presentation of a plan by the Secretary-General for a
comprehensive settlement of the Cyprus problem. On 24 April 2004 the people of Cyprus were asked to
approve or reject, through separate, simultaneous referenda by the two communities, the UN Secretary-
General's proposal (Annan Plan V). A clear majority of 75,8% Greek Cypriots rejected the proposed Annan
Plan because they felt that the finalised text, which incorporated arbitrarily many last minute Turkish
demands, was not balanced and did not meet their main concerns regarding security, functionality and
viability of the solution.

The "no# vote in the referendum should be interpreted as a legitimate expression of the real concerns
thatled to the rejection of a seriously flawed plan which did not provide for:

The removal of all foreign troops and settlers from Cyprus and the elimination of the right of
foreign powersto unilaterally intervene in Cyprus;

Adequate guarantees to ensure that the commitments undertaken by the parties involved would be
carried out;

A property recovery system that appropriately recognised the rights and interest of displaced Greek
Cypriots who were forced from their homes in 1974, and a property compensation arrangement that did
notrequire Greek Cypriots to fund their own restitution;

The right of all Cypriots to acquire property and to live wherever they choose without restrictive
guotas; and

Kyrenia Kyrenia
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A functional government without deadlocks or voting restrictions based on ethnicity.

The Government of Cyprus and the Greek Cypriots want efforts for a solution to continue until
a framework that addresses the concerns of all the people of Cyprus is agreed upon by the parties.
For the solution to be viable and to withstand the test of time, it must be perceived as fair by the
people who will have to live with it. The solution therefore, must be democratic, just workable,
financially viable and compatible with the EU principles, laws and democratic norms, the
Convention on Human Rights and key UN resolutions; Cyprus integrity and independence and
there should be no foreign intervention or interference in the internal affairs of Cyprus.

Cyprus formally joined the European Union as a full member on 1 May 2004
without achieving the desired goal of acceding as areunited country, but the Cypriots still long for a
viable and durable settlement that would enable Greek and Turkish Cypriots to live amicably as
they had done for centuries in the past and enjoy together the benefits of EU membership.

As the late President of Cyprus Tassos Papadopoulos said: "What we are demanding is very
reasonable and what we are aiming at is self-evident. We are demanding and aiming at the
reunification of our country and our people in the framework of a bicommunal bizonal federation. A
state with one economy, a cohesive society and non-fragmented institutions. We are demanding
and aiming at the safeguard of our fundamental rights and of our basic freedoms. We are
demanding a solution which can be workable and lasting in order to serve the interests and rights of
all Cypriots and not of other countries#.
